3. MEMORY USED

3.1 The routine uses locations 0000 to 0071 and is relocatable,
The master tape includes AN-OO4 and a relocation matrix,

lie OPERATING PROCEDURE

L.l After loading the tape, locate at Origin +3 and press the

Start button (or, if the program is not relocated from Ori-
gin 0000, merely press Start 3). )

L2 When the carrisge returns, type in the four-digit octal ad-
dress where the memory dump is to begin.

Le3 When the carriage returns, type in the four-digit octal ad-
dress where the memory dump is to ends The carriage returns
and the typeout begins,

L.y If another section of memory is to be typed out, go back to
Step L.l above and repeat, as often as necessary.

Se ERROR INDICATIONS

5.1 If a non~octal character is typed in during input of either

the starting or the ending address, the typewriter types
"FRROR" and the carriage returns. The computer is now ready
to accept correct typein of the erroneous address.

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If an ending address smaller than the starting address is
typed in, the typewriter types “WERROR" and the carriage
returns. The computer is now ready to accept typein of the
correct ending address.

If the address "7777" is typed in as an ending address (see
RESTRICTIONS), the typewriter types "ERROR" and the carriage
returns. The computer is now ready to accept typein of an
acceptable ending address.

If "7777" was typed in as the starting address, any ending
address typein will result in the "ERROR" typeout. Reload
the tape to initialize all commands and constants and start
again,
